Audition Requirements
All roles will be performed in our own (Australian), NOT American accents!

There will be a general audition and a closed audition.

EVERYONE is required for the general audition on Tuesday 3rd OR Thursday 5th February at 5pm. Everyone will be taught simple lyrics and dance moves from the song, “I Do Not Like Green Eggs and Ham.” At the general audition, no one will be asked to perform alone!

Closed auditions will be held for those who wish to audition for a role. These will be held after the general auditions. Please organise a closed audition spot with a Follies Committee member on arrival. 

There are a wide range of lead and cameo roles in the show. We need singers, dancers, actors and circus performers! There are roles for all levels of ability. 

At the closed audition, a panel will assess your acting and singing. You will be asked to perform Dr Seuss lines from the show. You will be asked to perform a song, preferably from the show (lots of examples on YouTube.) Accompaniment for the show songs will be available on the day. (See song list below for your character.)  A song from an equivalent Broadway style show will be accepted with your own backing CD! Make sure the song is appropriate for the character you are auditioning for! (If you are unsure what to sing, sing Green Eggs and Ham, which we will teach during the general audition.)

· Covered shoes for dancing (No thongs, sandals OR bare feet.)

· Book to read if waiting

Short Synopsis
The story centres around Horton the Elephant, who finds himself faced with a double challenge--not only must he protect his tiny friend Jojo (and all the invisible Whos) from a world of naysayers and dangers, but he must guard an abandoned egg, left to his care by the irresponsible Mayzie La Bird. Although Horton faces ridicule, danger, kidnapping and a trial, the intrepid Gertrude McFuzz never loses faith in him, the only one who recognises "his kind and his powerful heart." Ultimately, the powers of friendship, loyalty, family and community are challenged and emerge triumphant; in a story that makes you laugh and cry.

The Characters
The Cat: Our cat may be male or female. The Cat is a troublemaker, problem solver and narrator. An ability to interact with the audience and play many comic cameos is essential. Lots of singing and stage movement!
Horton: Horton believes the world is a good place! He’s the nice guy people may sometimes take advantage of. A BIG role for any actor and thinker. Lots of singing and earnestness required!
JoJo: A wild imagination. A shy boy at the beginning, but grows into a responsible member of his world. He loves a good “Think”! Mostly stage movement and some lovely songs!
Gertrude: She’s shy and vain. Wants that perfect tail and will go to any “length” to get it. She learns looks aren’t important and discovers true love. Strong singing role.

Mayzie” She’s amazing (just ask her)! Sassy, lazy and selfish. She’s got a big voice and even bigger ego. Good movement and singing required. Think…Bette Midler!
Sour Kangaroo: A voice that gets people’s attention! Brassy, Gospel style. 
The Wickersham Brothers: These monkeys love to play tricks and tease. They “hang” around looking for trouble.  A great role for those who want to learn some cool dance moves and killer riffs!
Bird Girls: Strong harmony trio! Also the glamour girls of the show. They share a lot of scenes and songs with the leads. Must be good movers.
Mr Mayor: A loving father who “thinks” he knows how to raise a child. A little authoritarian, and mostly out of touch. Good singer with some movement.
Mrs Mayor: She says all the right things, but doesn’t seem to really know her son. Shares her scenes and songs with the Mayor.
