Cast members are required to be available for all performances and rehearsals. Some flexibility may be possible in the rehearsal schedule: please discuss further with the production committee if required. 

Audition Requirements

There are a wide range of lead, cameo and ensemble roles in the show. We need singers, dancers and actors! There are roles for all levels of ability. We are looking for performers who listen well, take instruction and “light up” on stage. 

All roles will be performed in our own Australian accent, NOT American accents. The exceptions to this are the roles of SEBASTION (Jamaican accent) and CHEF LOUIE (“outrageous”  French accent!) .

There will be a general audition and a closed audition.

EVERYONE is required for the general audition on Tuesday 2rd OR Thursday 4th February at 5.30pm. Everyone will be taught simple lyrics and dance moves from the song, “Under the Sea.” At the general audition, no one will be asked to perform alone.

Closed auditions will be held for those who wish to audition for a major or a minor role. These will be held immediately after the general auditions. Please organise a closed audition spot with a Follies Committee member on arrival.

At the closed audition, a panel will assess your singing and acting. 

You will be asked to perform the first verse and chorus of a song from the show. A backing CD will be available on the day. If you are unsure what to sing, sing “Under the Sea”, which we will teach during the general audition. You do not have to sing if you are seeking a non-singing role (King Triton, Grimsby, Carlotta, Seahorse)

You will be asked to read your chosen character's lines (see below.) Please audition for only one character.  You may be considered for other roles, unless you indicate otherwise. You may be asked to read extra lines during your audition.

What To Bring To Your Audition

· Comfortable clothes for dancing

· Covered shoes for dancing (No thongs, sandals OR barefeet.)

· Water bottle

· Book to read if waiting 

· Your completed audition form (see end of Audition pack)

· A small head and shoulder photo attached to your audition form

· MOST IMPORTANT – A FUN POSITIVE ATTITUDE!

Short Synopsis

In a magical kingdom fathoms below, the beautiful young mermaid Ariel longs to leave her ocean home to live in the world above. But first, she'll have to defy her father King Triton, make a deal with the evil sea witch Ursula, and convince Prince Eric that she’s the girl with the enchanting voice.

Adapted from Disney’s 2008 Broadway production, Disney's THE LITTLE MERMAID JR. features the hit songs "Part of Your World," "She’s in Love," and the Oscar-winning "Under the Sea."

The Characters

ARIEL: Ariel, the heroine of our story, is a little mermaid who longs to be human. We would like to cast a strong singer and dynamic performer in this role. Ariel has some beautiful solos but she must be able to convey meaning through gesture once she loses her voice.

ARIEL'S LINES : “If only I could make my father understand. I just don't see how a world that makes such wonderful things could be bad.” 

“And now, let me see.. what did Scuttle call this one? Is it a ditty-whumper? A thumb doodle? What ever it is, Prince Eric held it in his own strong, beautiful human hands...”

CARLOTTA: Carlotta is the headmistress in Prince Eric’s palace and Ariel’s greatest human ally. This non-singing role needs to be warm and maternal to make Ariel feel welcome.

CARLOTTA'S LINES: “Imagine, washing up like that on the beach, Must've been a horrible shipwreck! Why, you can't even speak poor dear! Well, never mind. After your scrub in the tub, you're fresh as a daisy in a beautiful new frock!”

CHEF LOUIS: Chef Louis is the over-the-top head chef in the palace. He is always wild and frenetic. This is an excellent featured role for a comedic performer. 

CHEF LOUIS' LINES : (Must be performed in a French Accent.)“Attention. Attention! Le menu pour ce soir : escargot, lobster bisque, tuna tartated, holy mackerel. Maintenant!”

CHEFS: The Chefs are Chef Louis’s assistants. Chefs may also double as members of the Sea Chorus.

FLOTSAM & JETSAM: Flotsam and Jetsam are Ursula’s slippery spies. These electric eels are sinister and sneaky, so we are looking for performers who can be underhanded and devious with great stage presence. Flotsam and Jetsam can be played by boys or girls. 

FLOTSAM & JETSAM'S LINES: “Poor, sssweet, misssunderstiid child. She has a very ssserious problem, hasn't she? Who will ease her woes and worries? Who will help her get her man? Perhaps the Sea Witch can!”

FLOUNDER: Flounder is Ariel’s sincere and sensitive best friend who is loyal to the end. This spunky fish also has a show-stopping solo in “She’s in Love.” Flounder can be cast with a girl or a boy. This is a wonderful role for a younger performer who is ready to take the next step into the spotlight. 

FLOUNDER'S LINES: “It wasn't even Ariel's fault! We were gonna come back straight away. But then the seagull started goin' on and on about human stuff...”

GRIMSBY: Grimsby is Prince Eric’s prim and proper valet. He is rigid in personality and constantly trying to guide Prince Eric towards the throne. While Grimsby does have some singing to do, strong acting trumps singing ability for this role. 

GRIMSBY'S LINES: “Don't tell me she's fond of pipes! Can't say I blame you. That's an antique from Dussledorf -” (Ariel blows the pipe into his face as though it were a horn. Prince Eric laughs. Grimsby is not amused.) “Very amusing, yes. Well, she certainly knows how to make you smile.” 

GULLS: The Gulls are Scuttle’s flock of zany “back-up singers” who help explain human stuff to Ariel. 

KING TRITON: King Triton rules the sea and is a force to be reckoned with. This non-singer needs to command the stage as a strong leader but also shows the tenderness of a parent. We will cast an older performer who feels comfortable playing father to Ariel and the Mersisters.

KING TRITON'S LINES : “Ariel, listen. You've been given a gift... your mother's voice. It's a wondrous talent, one that demands stewardship and care. So Please, dear child, for the sake of her memory...”

LAGOON ANIMALS: The Lagoon Animals try to convince Prince Eric to kiss Ariel. This ensemble may double as the Sea Creatures.

MERSISTERS: The Mersisters (Aquata, Andrina, Arista, Atina, Adella, Allana) are Ariel’s siblings and full of personality and sass. These are great roles to showcase talented singers and dancers who can create and play six distinctive characters. 

MERSISTERS' LINES:  “I'm talking about Ariel, that's who! She sure is acting fishy lately! Swimmin' in circles! Chasing her tail! That girl is up to her gills in something!” 

PILOT: The Pilot is the head sailor on Prince Eric’s ship. This nautical expert who entertains the sailors with wild tales of the sea presents an opportunity to highlight a developing performer. The Pilot has a few speaking lines, but his or her singing voice is most important. 

PILOT'S LINE: “Beware, monster! King Triton rules over these seas! Captain, we've got to turn back, or she'll pull us under!”

PRINCE ERIC: Prince Eric is the adventurous prince who captures Ariel’s heart. We are looking for a charming performer with a sensitive nature. Prince Eric has a few small solos, but it is more important that we cast a strong actor in this role. 

PRINCE ERIC'S LINES: “Where am I gonna find her Grimsby?  A girl who's as carefree and alive as the sea itself. Where? It's too much to hope for, isn't it? Somewhere out there.... a girl who's a match for a guy like me?” 

PRINCESSES: The six Princesses try everything they can to win the heart of Prince Eric. Since none of them possesses the voice Prince Eric is searching for, we will cast actresses who can create an exaggerated and comedic personality through song. The six Princesses may double as the six Mersisters. 

SAILORS: The Sailors are the crew of Prince Eric’s ship. They are eager for adventure and ready to tackle a storm. The sailors must be good with movement, and in our production some will be carrying and “being” part of the ship.

SCUTTLE:  Scuttle is the know-it-all seagull who serves as Ariel’s expert on humans. He or she is funny, off-beat and will sing “Human Stuff.” We are looking for a performer with good comedic timing who is willing to have fun with Scuttle’s eccentricities.

SCUTTLE'S LINES: “Oh, these babies are fantabulous...absolutely indispensary. When it comes to dinglehoppers, I'm a regular encyclopoodia!” 

SEA CHORUS: The Sea Chorus is responsible for creating each world within the show. We will look for performers who can move gracefully and are capable of being part of a scene without drawing focus. This will also be an opportunity to showcase some of our more skilled dancers. The Sea Chorus can double as Merfolk, Sea Creatures and Lagoon Animals.

SEA CREATURES: The Sea Creatures are the ensemble under water animals in King Triton’s court. There are several moments to showcase both dancers and singers in “Under the Sea.”

SEAHORSE: The Seahorse is the court herald for King Triton. This non-singing part is a good role for a young performer with a clear speaking voice.

SEAHORSE'S LINES: “Presenting the court composer : Horatio Thelonius Ignatius Crusataceous Sebastion!”

SEBASTIAN: Sebastian is the meticulous and anxious crab who tries to keep Ariel safe while getting to lead some of the most memorable songs in the show! We will look for a strong singer who can also handle Sebastian’s emotional range. Sebastian can be played by a boy or girl. 

SEBASTION'S LINES: “She's got legs, you idiot! She traded her voice to the sea witch to become human! What would her father say? I'll tell ya what her father'd say : he'd say he's gonna kill himself a crab, that's what he'd say!”

“The things I do for you young lady! Now, I should march you right back home to your father -”

(Ariel shakes her head no.) “- so you can be miserable the rest of your life. It's true. I got no back bone. But we got to get that boy to kiss you before it's too late! You gotta bat your eyes, like this... Then you gotta pucker you lips, like this...” (Sebastian demonstrates.)

URSULA: Ursula is the manipulative sea witch who tries to overthrow King Triton. She is cunning and devious and will stop at nothing to get what she wants. We are looking for a talented performer who can bring out this villain’s humor while finding texture in Ursula’s complexity. Ursula’s songs can be challenging, so we are looking for a singer who will feel comfortable with these solos. 

URSULA'S LINES:  “Fotsam, my pet! Jetsam, my darling! Come to me, my little sea-spies! Mama's feeling..woebegone – banished to the nether regions of the sea. No food, hardly any company... I'm simply wasting away!” 

“I have a spell that will turn you into a human for three days. Before the sun sets on the third day, you've got to get dear ol' princey to kiss you. If you do, you'll stay human forever. And if you don't? You will turn back into a mermaid and your soul will be mine forever! Life's full of tough choices, isn't it?”
